2. Main areas of responsibility :
The unit C3 (Coal and Oil) is seeking a seconded national expert to strengthen the capabilities of the unit mainly in:
- the analysis of EU's internal and external security of supply in oil and petroleum products
- the assessment and strengthening of EU emergency preparedness in oil
- the implementation of the newly adopted EU Directive on emergency oil stocks
The national expert should contribute to the evaluation of the current situation in security of supply with respect to oil and petroleum products and in EU's emergency preparedness. The expert will be closely involved in the identification of measures to be introduced under the newly adopted Directive in view of making full use of the potential of the new legislation and in the interest of strengthening the capacity of the EU to deal with supply disruptions in oil and/or petroleum products. Participation in emergency planning and review exercises is expected.
In addition, the expert will be expected to assist regularly in the handling of standard policy-related tasks in the area of EU's oil policies, especially in the preparation of policy documents and communications for both internal Commission use and for external dissemination.
3. Main qualifications :
The expert must be familiar with oil emergency procedures at Member State and IEA level as well as with preparation of formal and informal policy documents, especially those with emergency response planning relevance. 

The chosen candidate should have experience in dealing with oil supply issues in the past, ideally in relation to the system of emergency oil stocks maintained by Member States.
Proven communication ability and solid drafting skills are essential, ideally proven in recent job(s) where such activities constituted an important part of the job description.

4. Languages:
The candidate must be fluent in English and have excellent drafting skills in this language.
